General Checklist

· Apply for Driveway Permit (available from Town Clerk - $100 fee) 
(Private access road to connect with a public right of way)

· Apply for an Emergency 911 Address Number (available from Town Clerk - $100 fee)

· Apply for Site Permit (Building Information Permit, available from Town Clerk - $50.00 fee)

· Apply for UDC Building Permit (available from Building Inspector – fees vary)

Minimum Private Access Road/Driveway Recommendations:

The Town Board recommends that any and all driveways that serve a dwelling or building should meet the minimum standards outlined below throughout its entire length to allow for ingress of service and emergency vehicles (including utility trucks and equipment, police, ambulances and large fire apparatus):

Driveway width 14 ft.
Width Clearance 14 ft.
Height Clearance 14 ft.
Maximum grade 14%

The private access road bed should consist of 6 inches of 2–3-inch breaker rock (3-inch minus) covered with 4 inches of ¾ inch gravel. At the end of the driveway, a circle drive or cul-de-sac of 60-foot diameter shall be provided or another area provided to allow ready turn-around of service and emergency vehicles. 

A landowner who has purchased vacant property with no intention of farming or making any improvements (for example, for hunting, camping, hiking, etc.), should construct a parking pad that at a minimum will allow adequate parking off the town road right-of-way.

If the proposed driveway will intersect a county or state trunk highway, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, the Vernon County Highway Department and/or the Vernon County Zoning Department has established rules and regulations regarding conditions for the permit and compliance with the permit.

Note: If you ever plan to request that your private access road be taken over some time in the future by the Town, different and more comprehensive requirements will apply.  Please refer to the Highway Ordinance for related information on town road requirements.
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
